Living Water Africa (LWA) is a charity which we have supported across the Deanery, and its Chair, Dr Paul Verschueren, emailed recently with the following update: ...Like us in the West, Africa seems to be entering a second wave of Covid-19. However, overall, Africa does not seem to have suffered as badly as was originally feared, given their fragile health systems, and also despite the fact that BAME populations in the West have suffered more than average. The many theories put forward for this include: under-reporting of official statistics; the high existing natural death rates, resulting in younger and less vulnerable populations; and approaches to lock-down enforcement which would not be acceptable in the West. Probably all of these and more have contributed to some degree. In addition, it looks hopeful that the West will help in distributing supplies of vaccines to Africa once it has met its own needs.  On balance therefore we believe there is room for cautious optimism about starting operations again soon, though slowly and carefully. We have been reviewing projects which we believe can be carried out relatively safely and with low risk, and have agreed to fund the first one of these in the New Year. This project is of course subject to cancellation if conditions change, but if it is able to go ahead we will resume our usual practice of reporting it via a newsletter distribution.
